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ADVENT AND THE  

ROMAN MISSAL 

  

 Every year, Catholics the world over begin the new liturgical 
year with the great season of Advent - a season surrounded by great 
expectation and anticipation of the birth of Jesus Christ our Savior 
and brother. But this year, not only are we ushering in a new liturgical 
year, we are also switching to the third edition of the Roman Missal. 
This revised translation pertains to the book we previously called the 

Sacramentary. It will not affect the scripture readings, the prayers of the faithful (intercessory 
prayers), or your favorite hymns. The new translation pertains to the words we speak or sing at 
every Mass, and the prayers that the priest recites alone from the Sacramentary. Even the title of 
the Sacramentary will have a new translation; we will now refer to it as The Roman Missal. 
 
 Sequel to the announcement from the hierarchy,  that the new translation of The Roman  
Missal will replace the old translation of the Sacramentary that has been in use since 1970’s, a lot 
of mixed feelings have surrounded the change. Change most often is not welcomed initially, but 
change keeps coming because change is the only thing that is permanent. The only creature I 
know that needs a change and accepts a change easily is a baby with a dirty diaper. But as with all 
change, there will be challenges. The adjustments will take some effort, but the result should be 
worth that effort. The revised translation will have more depth. As people say and hear the new 
words, they should appreciate even more the value of the faith they hold so dear. 
 
 The words of the Mass frequently allude to passages from the Bible. The revised translation 
brings more of those allusions to light. It better connects the Missal to the Lectionary for Mass. 
Worshippers will grasp more clearly that the traditional words we use for prayer arise from         
expressions in the Word of God. The new translation employs a more formal style than we use in 
ordinary conversation. Many sentences are longer. The vocabulary is broader and that is  why 
more effort is required.  
   
 Longer sentences appear in English because our previous translation broke these up when 

they occurred in Latin. Because the new translation stitches these phrases together again, it may 
be a little more difficult to say and hear at first. But these longer sentences have produced prayers 
that express more nuances of meaning. They will hold up over repeated usage, and they will       
reward those who use them for meditation and reflection. The texts express more clearly why we 
pray, why we hope, and how we present ourselves before God. 
 
 The broader vocabulary of the revised translation reflects the extensive vocabulary of the 
Latin. Latin uses a number of different words for pray, mercy, and love, for example. The          
translation uses a variety of English words to match these occurrences. The result adds freshness 
to the sound of the Missal while avoiding the needless repetition of some well-worn words.

Stewardship  
To Be a Christian Steward 

A Summary of the U.S. Bishops' Pastoral Letter on Stewardship 
 

 "As each one has received a gift, use it to serve one another as good stewards of God's varied grace"   

  (1 Pt 4:10) 

 

What identifies a steward? Safeguarding material and human resources and using them responsibly are 

one answer; so is generous giving of time, talent, and treasure.  But being a Christian steward means 

more. As Christian stewards, we receive God's gifts gratefully, cultivate them responsibly, share them 

lovingly in justice with others, and return them with increase to the Lord. 

 

Stewards of the Church 

Stewards of God's gifts are not passive beneficiaries. We cooperate with God in our own redemption  

and in the redemption of others. We are also obliged to be stewards of the Church—collaborators and      

cooperators in continuing the redemptive work of Jesus Christ, which is the Church's essential mission. 

This mission—proclaiming and teaching, serving and sanctifying—is our task.  It is the personal             

responsibility of each one of us as stewards of the Church. All members of the Church have their own 

roles to play in carrying out its mission: 

 Parents, who nurture their children in the light of faith; 

 Parishioners, who work in concrete ways to make their parishes true communities of faith and      

 vibrant sources of service to the larger community; 

 All Catholics, who give generous support—time, money, prayers, and personal service according to  

 their circumstances—to parish and diocesan programs and to the universal Church. 

 

A Steward's Way 

The life of a Christian steward models the life of Jesus.  It is challenging and even difficult, in many  

respects, yet intense joy comes to those who take the risk to live as Christian stewards. Women and men 

who seek to live as stewards learn that "all things work for good for those who love God" (Rom 8:28).

        The Roman Missal achieves a greater adherence to the original Latin than the Sacramentary.  
Nevertheless, the translation that has been in force has served us well.  It helped entire            
communities make the jump from praying Mass in Latin to praying it in English. It showed us how 
a good translation can enhance the prayer of individuals and of entire congregations. It gave us a 
better understanding of the faith we share. It laid a foundation for vernacular worship upon which 
the Church is now building anew. 
 
 So, as we usher the 2011 historical Advent season with The Roman Missal, let us remember 

that though the words we say and hear at every Mass are about to change, the Mass will remain the 
same, but the sound will be different. Let us appreciate the new words and do well to understand 
their deeper meanings. May we all have a good Advent season in preparation for the great feast of 
Christmas.

Making of the Advent Wreath 
 

There are many ways to construct an Advent wreath.  They can be simple or elaborate, made from 

fresh material or from artificial greenery.  It is important to use something green which symbolizes the 

new life brought to us by the birth of Jesus, and that it be circular as a reminder of eternity.  If you can, 

use fresh greenery whenever possible; evergreen symbolizes the vitality of God’s love.  
 

A fresh wreath requires very little to construct, a shallow bowl or dish, florist’s foam, 3 purple candles, 

1 pink candle and 4 white candles, pine or cedar boughs.  Soak the florist’s foam till saturated with  

water.  Place in the bowl or dish and carve 4 holes for the candles.  Place the candles in it and stick 

greenery around it, making sure that all the foam is covered and some of it overhangs both to the     

center and over the edge. 
 

For artificial greenery the same method applies but there is no need to soak the foam prior to use.  

Make sure to continue watering your wreath when using fresh greenery to ensure it stays green and 

fresh through Advent. 
 

The three purple candles remind us to turn our hearts toward God and the one rose candle (for the 

third Sunday), Rose is a color of joy and is a reminder that we are called to “Rejoice in the Lord aways”.  
 

On Christmas replace the 3 purple and 1 rose candle with 4 white ones.  The white reminds of us our 

joy at the coming of Christ and our prayers of thanksgiving to God. 
 

Prayer should accompany the lighting of the Advent wreath candles.  Any prayer that comes from the 

heart is appropriate.  Here is a sample of some prayers for each week. 
 

Week 1  

Stir up your might we beg you Lord, and come, so that we may escape through your protection and be 

saved by your help from the dangers that threaten us because of our sins. Who lives and reigns forever 

and ever. Amen.  

Week 2 

O Lord, stir up our hearts that we may prepare for your only begotten Son, that through His coming, 

we may be made worthy to serve you with pure souls. Through the Same Christ our Lord. Amen.  

Week 3 

We humbly beg you, O Lord, to listen to our prayers; and by the grace of your coming bring light into 

our darkened minds. Who lives and reigns forever and ever. Amen.  

Week 4 

Stir up your might, we pray You O Lord, and come; rescue us through Your great strength so that    

salvation, which has been hindered by our sins, may be hastened by the grace of Your gentle mercy. 

Who lives and reigns for ever and ever. Amen.

THE MIGHTY MACS  
 

She Dared to Dream. They Dared to Believe. 

In 1971, Cathy Rush was a woman ahead of her time.  She began an adventure for the ages. A new era was 

dawning in the country and in collegiate athletics.  A national champion would be crowned for the first time 

in women's basketball.  While major universities were preparing their game plans to win that first title, a tiny 

all-women's Catholic college in Philadelphia had a more modest goal: find a coach before the season began. 

Providentially, Cathy Rush found Immaculata College. 

From the beginning, her challenges were imposing as the big-school teams Immaculata would face on the 

court. Cathy learned there was no gymnasium on campus, she received little support from the school's 

Mother Superior, the school had financial problems, and to top it off, she might not have enough players to 

field a team! 

While it appears the Macs don't have a prayer, all hope is not lost. With the help of Sister Sunday—a spunky 

assistant coach—and the support of a booster club of elderly nuns, Coach Rush created a new game plan 

that just might bring the team—and the school—together. 

Will this pioneer buck cultural norms and spur her rag-tag team to unexpected heights? Or will her hard-

driving ways create a wedge between the coach and everyone around her? One thing's for certain: there's 

never been anyone like Cathy Rush at Immaculata! 

THE MIGHTY MACS is based on the incredible true story of the 1971-72 Immaculata 

College team that started in obscurity but became the original Cinderella story in 

women's basketball. This team went from barely making the inaugural tournament to 

becoming the first dynasty in their game. Later, Cathy Rush   became immortalized 

when she was inducted into the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame. 

The Way 

"The Way" is a inspirational story about family, friends, and the challenges faced while navigating 
this ever-changing and complicated world. Tom, played by Martin Sheen, is an American doctor who 
comes to St. Jean Pied de Port, France to collect the remains of his adult son (played by Emilio 
Estevez), killed in the Pyrenees during a storm while walking the Camino de Santiago, also known 

as The Way of Saint James. Rather than return home, Tom decides to honor his son by finishing the 
historical pilgrimage.  What Tom doesn't plan on is the profound impact the journey will have on 
him.   

 

Inexperienced as a trekker, Tom soon discovers that he will not be alone on this journey. Along the 
way, Tom meets other pilgrims from around the world, each with their own issues and looking for 
greater meaning in their lives.   
 

From the unexpected and, oftentimes, amusing experiences along "The Way," this unlikely quartet 
of misfits creates an everlasting bond and Tom begins to learn what it means to be a citizen of the 
world again. Through Tom's unresolved relationship with his son, he discovers the difference     
between "the life we live and the life we choose."
