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BENIZI NOOZ 

SPB Firewood Ministry  
(in coordination with Love INC) 

 

Many of you don't know much about the firewood ministry in this parish. 
       

     It began when, during a Pastoral Council meeting, 
the head of our Helping Hands program had asked a 
woman from the Love INC (Love in the name of 
Christ) organization to speak to us about that       
organization.  The organization helps those in need, 
with clothing, furniture, repairs, and heat, etc.  
Among other things she mentioned, they were trying 
to supply firewood to those who couldn't afford to 
heat their homes in the winter.  I asked how much 
firewood they needed. The answer was, something 
like, " I don't know, how about 10 cords".  Not know-
ing what I was about to get myself into, I answered " 
OK".  I bought a chainsaw and began gathering    
firewood, but not before the woman from the Love 
INC organization called me and invited me to meet her and her husband.  She then proceeded to 
make me the head of the firewood ministry. "Wow".  ( Many Protestant churches had become    
members of Love INC, but we, at St. Philips, were the first Catholic church to join.)  
     I then got calls from people who had wood they were willing to donate.  The wood came from 
many sources:  private wood supplies, fallen trees, trees from a Christmas tree farm that had been 
cut down because the trees were too big, the Grotto, etc, etc.  Many people from this parish and  
people from other churches over the past 4 or 5 years have helped, cut, split, and gather the       
firewood.  Some of the people we have given firewood to have been:  the very elderly, the very   
handicapped, those who had lost jobs, and even one man who was on oxygen, constantly. 
     Last winter, a woman and her son, who were caring for another person's large house, kept the 
living area of the house, during the coldest part of the winter, at about 48 degrees, to conserve her 
firewood.  Another woman and her daughter, who live in an apartment type dwelling, couldn't get 
the landlord to fix their heater, so we supplied them with enough firewood to help heat the rooms by 
using their fireplace.  Another woman was so desperate she was tearing the cedar siding off her 
house to have something to burn until she found out about Love INC, and we got her some wood. 

     Some of these firewood recipients have been so grateful they have broken down in tears.  Over 
the last two winters alone, we have given away about 23 cords of wood each winter, and somewhat 
less than that in each of  the previous years.  Each cord amounts to a stack 4ft x 4ft x 8ft.  We 
help people in all of Clackamas county. This means going as far as Welches.  I have put on about 
5000 miles each of the last two winters, to gather, cut, split and deliver this wood. Elaine and I have 
been able to keep up with the requests for firewood delivery the last two years, until the end of this 
winter, when it became difficult to find dry wood from our supply.  Just in time, someone from this 
parish donated a large amount of wood that was pretty dry, and only had to be split, and he helped 
split it.

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     Over the last two winters I have attempted to keep the firewood dry with plastic tarps, with  
some success, but this last winter, with the amount of rain we had, the tarps would sweat and the 
wood got damp from the sweat or the tarps would blow off and the rain did its work.  I have been      
promised, by this parish, that a wood shed would be built behind the play area.  It will be            
approximately 40 ft. by 13 ft. This will, at least, hold much of the wood I have generated.  As the 
wood in the shed is used, I can add more to it, to let it dry.  I have been told the shed will be      
completed by the end of July or the first part of August. 
 

     I have been cutting and splitting wood, especially over the last couple of weeks, to get the wood 
to dry faster.  I will eventually need help cutting, splitting, and stacking wood in the new shed, 
when it's completed. There will be a flyer attached to the bulletin in the future with more                   
information as to when.  The shed will cost somewhere in the area of $4,500 to build.  I have       
generated about $400 to help with the costs.  All contributions, and help, will be greatly               
appreciated.  If you wish to make a donation to go towards building the wood storage shed, you   
can turn it in to the parish office or put it in the collection basket marked "wood storage shed".

Facilities Update:  

 

The Archdiocese offered the Safety Grant again this year.  This grant matches funds up to $10,000 and is    
designed as an incentive to encourage safety and loss prevention at all parishes. We were awarded a grant of 
$6,651 towards two projects we are currently in the process of completing. One is for repairs to the back patio 
behind the parish center. The other is window replacement. Some of the windows qualified for grant money as 
we replaced ground level windows with stationary/obscure glass to make our facility more secure. The balance 
of the window project is being funded from our savings account. The windows that are being installed will help 
reduce our energy costs. The cost for these projects after the deduction of the grant money is $18,134.  
At the same time, we are making some repairs to the Parish Center Fireside Room and classroom. The sliding 
glass door in the Fireside Room has been removed, exterior siding repaired, and flashing installed to prevent 
dry rot. In the classroom, a fiberglass door will be installed with "no rot jamb" and the current rot is being      
repaired.  The cost of this project is $6,865 and will be funded from the long term fund.
